The Canadian Association for the Club of Rome (CACOR) was founded in 1970 as one of the first of now more than thirty national associations affiliated with the International Club of Rome.  CACOR is autonomous, independent and non-partisan. Its main objective is to further the sustainability of the global ecosystem including the survival of humanity.

Find solutions:  CACOR is a catalyst for study and research into problems of human well-being and future survival. Its focus is on the interactions and interdependence of social, economic and environmental components of global and local problems. 
The objective is to help define alternative ways to meet critical needs at all scales.
Focus on Canada within the international context: CACOR concentrates on Canada's situation relative to global problems and solutions. It seeks to be a catalyst for the development of Canadian solutions and to advancing Canada’s contribution to the sustainability of humanity on the planet.
CACOR ACTIVITIES
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CACOR and its members and associates pursue a range of activities related to its purpose and objectives.   These include: regular meetings where distinguished experts and thinkers address aspects of the global “Problematique” and potential solutions; discussion groups dealing with specific issues of interest to members; events with organizations with similar goals; sponsoring and co-sponsoring publications focused on key issues; undertaking activities to influence decision-makers to use science and  information and systematic thinking in  decision processes at international, national and local scales.
CACOR maintains a website designed as a resource for those who are interested in accessing information and engaging in informed discussion of issues with international, national and local implications for action.

CACOR is associated with the Club of Rome (CoR) , an international organization now based in Winterthur, Switzerland. The Club was founded in 1968 in Rome to address global concerns and their resolution and became known 
as The Club of Rome. The Club coined the term "world Problematique" to describe the complex of world problems needing attention. One of the earliest products produced for the 
Club of Rome was the landmark work Limits to Growth, which outlined the risks to the global system if there were no changes in direction of the human impact on the planet’s ecosystems. It is characterized by an holistic and systematic approach to these global concerns, rather than a more limited focus on particular components or symptoms. 


A Wake-Up Call for Action…………
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Thirty-five years after “Limits to Growth” was published, many of the modelled outcomes have proven accurate, and some of the predicted problems are now being realized. Despite this, little world-wide action is underway to alter the magnitude and direction of human impacts. Human numbers and levels of consumption have continued to increase with little done to reduce the human footprint. The rapidly increasing degradation of ecosystems is further limiting the ability of the planet to support the growing demands.   
Evidence is clear of the ecological and human costs of inaction. This should be a wake-up call to act now to sustain the global ecosystems. CACOR is committed to being a catalyst for understanding and for action to help Canadians and the world take responsibility for our future. CACOR is an optimistic organization. Through its members and in concert with others, CACOR fosters greater understanding of the “Problematique” and the solutions essential to ensuring the sustainability of humanity and other species comprising the ecosystems of the planet. 
CACOR is associated with the international Club of Rome (CoR), and is involved in advancing the integrated agenda to respond to global issues in a systematic manner.
