John Jay Harris IV Obituary by Prof. Anitra Thorhaug.
We knew him as Jay, who was an extremely dedicated philanthropist, living his vision of the future by driving a Volkswagen beetle, later replaced with an electric car, and living as Schumaker said “small is beautiful”. He was intensely interested in what the models could tell us of the future and also what the members could do for energy, for security and peace, for the environment and was intensely interested in sponsoring events which pushed these concepts forward. He wanted us and himself to do something. In the “me-me” era of the late 1970’s and early 1980’s he was a altruistic voice with his eye on a sustainable future. He truly enjoyed the collegiality of dinner time discussions with Rev. Thomas Berry mixed with voices of Tom Wilson and Dr. John Richardson and Dr. Don Michaels in an intense discussion of where the US is going, He became the symbol of the USA Club of Rome, attending every meeting and active in all the outreach and the book, Making it Happen. Jay was the chair of USACOR for years and then stepped down to be the treasurer. He was the major source of funding. Don Lesh was his alter ego in those days making all possible and together with the members,  they created conferences which were complex and very penetrating. Jay Harris is appreciated twenty five years later for laying such a firm foundation for evaluating the future.
